	Science Objectives – human impact 

Humans can have a negative impact on the local environment through different types of pollution (e.g. litter, chemical, air, noise) and through destruction of habitats through building housing, roads etc. 

Humans can also have a positive impact when developments are designed to be environmentally friendly, when they improve brownfield sites and where parks, nature reserves and other green spaces are deliberately created or actively maintained to increase biodiversity.

Global issues affecting biodiversity include habitat destruction through deforestation (for intensive agriculture, building or use of the trees as a resource), pollution (for example from oil spills) and global warming, which can be explored through its impact on polar habitats. These are representative of negative human impact, but other similar issues taken from topical news stories could also be used to examine the same concepts and skills. – link to St lucia – impact of tourism
